* don’t make the room too dark for the opening dance - the video and photos don’t come
out as cool as with a bit of light, nothing crazy just a bit.

* get the cake, garter & dance photos ( formalities ) done as soon as you can, then you not
constantly wondering what's up next and can get on with the party party party, mingling &
chillaxing !

*if it's winter and we have minimum daylight, save all the chitchat for the reception and not
outside the church —let's go go go !l
